Step 1. Prepayeurfabric

1. Cutyour yard of fabric into two pieces,ea ¢ h 1 8 Use tke erhiirf® Biece of fusible bonding (uncut) to
fuse your fabric pieces together: First apply the fusible bonding to the wrong side of one piece of fabric.
Then trim off the un-bonded edges before removing the paper. Fuse this large rectangle to your other piece
of fabric (wrong sides together, unless you are working with two-sided fabric). You now have a large piece of
double sided fabric.

Work slowly to ensure that the whole piece is bonded.

Apply more fusible bonding to the wrong side of your scrap fabric for the flower appliqué.

one 5”7 x 56" (strap)
two8 1X (front and back)

7. Repeat steps 3.5 and 3.6 for the other side of the
bag.
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8. Fold the strap in half the long way and pin the edges
together (with the outside of the strap showing).
